Chair JC Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance and noted a quorum present.

Approval of Minutes

Jim Daily moved to approve the minutes of the November 8, 2005 as written.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Financial Report
Brett Stump reviewed the financial for November, 2005.  Report was filed for audit.

Approval of 2006 Budget

Brett Stump recommended that $7,000.00 in salaries Police Department be reduced (General Fund); Operation Wipe Out be reduced $1,500.00 (general fund); Administration (General Fund) Newsletter be issued quarterly and reduced $1,200.00; and Enchanted Forest be reduced to zero and add marketing (CAAD General Fund) $5,000.00 back in.
Doug Battaglia stated that comments from the audience were justified as the revenue source is derived from the marketing that is accomplished for the Village.

Chair Zalog noted that we are 17% over the budget and the budget has to be reduced in the general fund.
Discussion was held regarding a balanced budget and increasing $6,000 to the sales tax for a total of $136,640.00 and would reduce the deficit to $17, 055.  
Jim Daily moved to cut across the board 17%.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, 3 yeas -2 nays, motion carried.

Chair directed all committee chairs and department heads to cut their budgets 17 per cent.

Jim Daily moved to cut the general fund 17% across the board for a balanced budget for the year.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, Roll call vote: Jim Daily; yea; Doug Battaglia, yea; Brett Stump, nay; Greg Fier, yea; JC Zalog, nay. Motion carried, 3 yeas; 2 nays.
First Reading of Ordinances

Chair Zalog read Bill No 104, O)rdinance 05-19, Amendment to Traffic Codes by title only.  It was noted that the bill is available for review and public comment.

Chair Zalog read Bill No. 107, Ordinance 05-22, Approval Minor Subdivision – Meeker Mountain in its entirety.

Police & Emergency Management

Brett Stump reported that we currently have three (3) reserve officers.  Question was raised as to the defibulator.  It was determined to purchase the defibulator, it was also noted that we currently own a defibulator.

Greg Maycock reviewed information as to the public hearings and amendments to the official zoning map.  He also stated that the Commission will be holding an on site special meeting to review a request.

Greg Maycock noted revisions of the timetable for the Jakes Creek Trail project and update of water task.

Greg Fier moved that Mr. Kim Cook be allowed to put in a 30 foot culvert with grate.  Motion died for lack of second.

Kevin McKoy asked about annexing Silver Dollar City into the Village limits and suggested that the Trustees begin communication with Silver Dollar City.
