ROADS

As everyone has seen by now the re-
surfacing of Indian Point Road is com-
plete. The next project in the works is
correcting some drainage and failure
areas on Jakes Creek Trail, with the in-
tent to re-surface it in the Spring. Also,
addressing drainage areas on Tablerock
Circle and Caps Cove area.

Planning and Zoning Commission

The Planning and Zoning are currently considering a re-zoning
request for the property located at 415 Tablerock Circle. At
this time the owners are still in the submittal stages, the rezon-
ing request is to operate the property as a nightly vacation
rental. Recently the Mayse Family combined the six lots they
own on Tablerock Circle backing to Indian Lane to construct a
family lake house that was approved by the Commission. The
Antler’s Resort project is getting under way, they have just
been issued their Zoning Compliance Permit for building to
commence.

Jakes Creek Trail Sewer System

The Sewer Plant underwent a DNR inspection in August, with
only a couple minor concerns; such as labeling the outflow
pipe, warning signs around the facility and they requested
stickers be applied for emergency contact. Also a pump station
servicing the lower resorts experienced some problems that the
inspector discussed with the Operator so he could address the
situation properly. We are now awaiting our new operating
permit.
